The Cotton Fields Mystery Quilt 2010 

Step Two:  Beginning the “twist” block.  This block has the most 
pieces, so we’ll break it into two parts. 
    
Background  cut 8 strips 2 1/2” x 30”  (*we’ll use the ends of the strips later)  
    
Coordinate A  cut 2 strips 2 1/2” x 30”           “ 
Coordinate B  cut 2 strips 2 1/2” x 30”           “ 
 
Make two strips sets with coordinate A between two background strips and two strip 
sets with coordinate B between two background strips.  Press AWAY from the center 
strip. 
 
Cut the strip sets into 2 1/2” segments.  You will need 20 of each color.  These pieces 
measure 2 1/2” x 6 1/2”. 
 
From the leftover strips of background above, cut 2 1/2” x 4 1/2” pieces.  Then cut 
three more WOF (width of fabric) strips of background  2 1/2” wide and continue cut-
ting 2 1/2” x 4 1/2” pieces until you have 40. 
 
We don’t want to give away too much of the mystery too soon!  Next month we will 
do a “little” bit more cutting and construct the 20 “twist” blocks.  Then, there’s a third 
block to make that completes the quilt design……….
