Alison Boyette submitted this picture of 
the quilt, Pieces of Hope, that the Tarbees  
made for the St. James United Methodist 
Church’s Relay for Life team.  The quilt  
was auctioned off and the money donated 
to the Relay for Life. 
The quilt is a “crumb” quilt.  For more in-
formation on crumb quilts see Bonnie 
Hunter’s website, www.quiltville.com.  All 
of us brought in our crumbs.  We tossed 
them in a pile on a table, and then started 
piecing.

If you need to rip out a seam, give it a quick shot of spray starch and 
press it first. It's easier to rip out and helps stabilize the fabric so it 
doesn't distort or fray as much.  

When using a pattern that says to sew and flip corners, and trim the 
excess,  stitch a second line 1/2" away from the first (closer to the out-
side corner), then cut between the lines of stitching. This gives you a 
variety of HSTs (half-square triangles) in various colour combinations 
and sizes that can be used as filler or to make a miniature 
quilt.  Another tip is to use Gladware  containers to store these HSTs 
and other cut off triangles, extra squares, pieces cut slightly too small, 
etc. They make storage easier because they stack and you can keep 
different sizes separated.
